Importance of February Meeting


This February the Cerebral Palsy Parent Association (CPPA) will be starting their 13th year.  We have supported over 550 families over the past 13 years.  Some of the families have received support through meeting other parents who are in similar situations.  Other of the families has received support in information from our speakers.  All families we hope have received some type of benefit from being a part of CPPA in one way or another.  We have encouraged family to try to come to our February meeting to express what they would like to happen through the year.  Some families have called and recommended suggestions for topics in the past.  However, the topic they have suggested has not been chosen because the families that do come to the February meeting have chosen other topics they would most like to have in that year.


This past year we had LB our treasure was able to write 1 grant to United Way to assist family with assistive technology.  Laura one of former board members started working on this grant several years ago.  We were awarded for our psyche year $20,000 to assist families and individuals with assistive technology.  LB has graciously taking over and work on this grant.  We have been able to help at least 11 families so far with $10,000 that we have received with all different types of assistive equipment.
